      Net Metering – If the customer took more kilowatt-hours (kWh) from the electric utility during the billing period, then the customer will be billed for the net difference using the electric utility standard retail rate under Chanute Municipal Code Section 14.16.200 and, for fuel adjustment and other charges under Chanute Municipal Code Section 14.16.220.  Whenever the amount of electricity delivered by an eligible customer in a billing period is more than the electricity supplied by the city in a billing period, the city shall credit the customer for the excess kilowatt hours for use in subsequent billing periods.  The excess kilowatt hours will be credited to the customer’s account on a monetary basis in accordance with the prior yearly system average wholesale cost of energy.
